                


This book is about the emigration of our parents in order to have a better life, a well paid job and a better future for the children.

'Fetita care se juca de-a Dumnezeu' , roughly translated  'The little girl who was playing God' has two main pylons, two voices that alternate: The first one is Radita's, the girl mentioned in the title. She is a pupil in the second grade and she lives with her older sister, Malina together with their parents at their grandparent's house, because their apartment is going to be rented to bring an income that is so necessary for the family. The second voice is Radita's mom, Letitia, the one that will 'spice' up the novel with the story from the point of view of the parent gone to work in a foreign country, in this case,  Italy. While the mom is gone, Letitia's father keeps working at their house and after a major struggle with the money, and her husband and Malina  go back to their former apartment. Of course there would be other characters like: the old man Cosoi and almost at the ending, Laura, Letitia's former highschool classmate, which she meets in Italy. 


Laura's role is a major one in this part of story where Letitia's mother is gone working in Italy. Laura is telling her about her life story after their graduation, in fact a common story about the emigration of us, many Romanians, that had difficulties with their job in the same way that both of them do, hoping that their families back home will have a better way of living. What  we wish to be temporary might easily go permanently, if there wouldn't be any particular situations that Letitia's family are confronting, like a son-in-law disliked by the father-in-law, Letita's father, with ugly memories from the 80'.

Radita's fear, like any other child's most feared thought, is the one of their parent not coming home, a fear that most children struggle with every day, even in their dreams.
